DURING MASS 

• No physical sign of peace 
• Attendees may leave their donations in the baskets set

• No congregating before or after Mass 
 

DURING COMMUNION 

• Eucharist in the hand only 
• Attendees will remain in their area and Eucharistic 

Ministers will come to them
